"B""_GRADE REPORT 1980/81 COMPETITION

The "B"s had a relatively mixed season. There were some close
and exciting finishes - also some disasters! Generally though
it. was a most enjoyable season. I was particularly impressed
with the attitude of all players irrespective of the state of
the game. They never "threw in the towel", and applied them-
selves to playing cricket whatever were the odds against them.

Improvements in techniques and standards became apparent as the
season progressed. Our “younger' players performed admirably
in different competition to that which they had previouslty
experienced, and our “older" players were a good influence in
their attitudes and encouragements to the others.

I believe our results would have been better if efforts to attend
practice sessions were made. I know at times it was difficult to
make it to practices, but, as in all sport, without training,
performances suffer. It was also frustrating to those making the
effort to attend training to find that nothing had been organised
or equipment was in short supply. I believe the Club organisation
will need to improve in this area.

Team selections were another fault in the system. The nucleus of
ptayers on whom I could rely to advise me well in advance of their
availability (or non-availability) made this selection problem
relatively easy. It was those inconsiderate few who, at the last
minute, pulled out {(from other than the "B" Team) who disrupted
the organisation, increased my telephone bilt and c¢reated family
ill-feeling, How can the problem be overcome? The answer is
difficult to achieve; I believe the main one is self-organisation
and that individual players advise their captain on completion of
each game of their availability for the next competition round.

It would not be entirely fair to single out individuals for comment
on performances but the two "promotions' from the “C"s early in the
season, "'Dark Horse' Dave Gordon and "Marshy' Murray Pitt established
themselves as keen and co-operative Team members with a great deal

of talent. Dave had the knack of scoring many 30s in very sound
fashion, and Murray, as well as some fine innings, was most competent
"behind the sticks" when the "Old-timer" gave that away. Both “Dark
Horse" and "Marshy" progressed into the "A" side by the end of the
season due to their performances and attitude to the game.

From the bowling point of view Gary Pitt (who took the bowling prize
at the end of the season) and Steve Hicks (who unfortunately had to
withdraw during the season through itlness) proved their competence
and gained great experience as the season progressed.

"“Import"™ Daren Blair also showed great improvement as a bowler in
the limited over competition.

Had we had a little more luck and taken some important catches (a
generat failing of the whole Team) the “B'" Grade Team would have
been right up there in the competition takle. Fielding is 90% of
the game and must be improved upon if we are to be more successful;
and more successful we aim to be in '81/82.
