'A' GRADE CAPTAIN'S REPORT

The 1981-82 season saw the 'A' Grade team reach the age of maturity
in the Municipal and Shire Competition. I believe that performances
like this next season, together with the depth of talent "knocking

at the door” for ‘A’ Grade selection, will see Warringah in the semi-
final four and guite capable of taking out the premiership in 1982-83.

buring the eleven competition rounds, although only 3 wins were
recorded (and two draws through washed out days) the six losses

were closely contested and could quite easily have been a victory

on each occasion. BApart from the one loss attributed to climatic
conditions affecting our performance in the field, the others were
the result of lacking that "finishing touch" to roll the other team.
This "finishing touch" which I refer to as "maturity"™ in the cricket
sense has now been acquired as the team's efforts in the limited over
competition testifies. 'This was particularly the case in the final
game against 5th placed Epping who at the 25th over were 2-82 then all
out in the 36th over for 106, a great win to complete a successful
season for all the 'A' Grade players.

Throughout the season I was impressed with the dedication and
attitude of all the 'A' Grade players to the game and the Club.

The sportsmanship was a predomirant feature, reflecting the main
aim of the Club; the winning is achieved as a natural follow on.

At times, due to Club policy, it was necessary to select 'A' Grade
players in lower grades - these selections were accepted in the true
spirit of the Club and on every occasion, those men performed to the
best of their ability to regain selecticn in the 'A' team in sub-
sequent matches.,

We finished 9th overall in the competiftion proper with 22 points.
Our pogition in the competition would have been higher but for a
few runs or a couple of wickets. The close games so nearly won were
Canterbury (2 wickets), Pennant Hills (8 runs) and Wentworthville-
Blacktown, the eventual competition winners (3 wickets). Wins in
these matches would have guaranteed our semi-final berth.

'fhe climax of the season, due to ten fine achievements by the tean
as a whole, was the winning of the 'Limited-Over' competition - thus
the Phil Dunnicliff Shield. Burwood's last match was drawn, resuli-
ing in the winner being decided on averages - our firm bowling,
fielding and catching ensured this.

It was with mixed feelings that I accepted the captaincy of the ‘A!
side this season, but as the season progressed, T was delighted and
proud to be a member of a "professional™ team priming up for the
big time next year.

The cverall performances were relatively evenly spread in both
batting and bowling sc it would be unfair to single out individuals
(we batted to No. 11}. The fielding and ¢atching improved through
the season to a standard as high as I have ever seen in any Warringah
side. Very few chances were put down and three run outs in the last
match proves the fielding point.

The team was sorry to lose the Massey brothers during the season,
but impressive replacements stepped intec their positions to maintain
a well balanced team.




In conclusion I would like to thank all playvers for their support
through the season both on and off the field, and look forward to
a highly successful 1982~-83 season for Warringah Cricket Club.

'B' GRADE CAPTAIN'S REPORT

As far as results go the 1981-82 season was a disaster for the

'B' Grade. However there are many things which must be taken

into consideration when looking back over the season. Our first
game was against last year's finalists (Burwood) and we were only
beaten by a handful of runs - little did we know that this kind
of result was to haunt us throughout. By my calculations there
were six games lost during a vital part of the match. This can be
attributed to a number of factors including: (1) a total lack of
concentration; {2) wrong mental attitude; (3) lack of killer
instinct. '

Every time it seemed we had the opposition staring defeat squarely
in the face a sudden lapse in concentration would allow those few
extra runs needed or in some matches, a vital catch would be dropped.

I want everyone to start a match believing that they will win.

Without doubt we had the youngest team in the competition (average

age 18 years old). This meant giving up to 30 years' experience. '
However, over the season there were a number of outstanding individual
efforts, thus proving the capability of every person in the team, 1f
not their consistency. Murray Pitt won the team batting award and
thoroughly deserved the honour as he was by far the best batsman in
the team. Murray also improved his wicket-keeping enormously through-
out the year and now that he has confidence in his ability, he will

be an even greater asset to the Club in the future.

Scott Dobbie and Peter Flannery were the two improvers in the Club;
Scott ending the season (in 'A' Grade) perfected a very dangerous
leg cutter which proved tooc good for a lot of batsmen.

Peter Flannery is a very talented all-rounder with a great future in
the game. Peter came through the ranks from 'C' Grade to be a vital
part of the 'Bs'. His efforts should be applauded and serve as an
inspiration to anvone who thinks they can improve their cricket.

Throughout the year we were confronted with a number of dubious
umpiring decisions, many of which occurred at critical times during

a match and I am proud to say that apart from an initial reaction of
disbelief, not once did any of our umpires deliberately lower himself
into this level of trying to win. Umpiring is one part of the game
the officials should be looking at improving quickly, before it gets
completely out of hand.

Unfoxrtunately I cannot mention every individual that played ‘B’ Grade
but I must give a special mention to the team's Vice-Captain, Mark
Isaacs (who won the bowling award). Mark was the senior statesman of
the team and his wvaluable assistance, both on and off the field, was
an essential part of the team organisation and harmony.

Throughout the year at our home games we were honoured by the presence
of our "12th person" - July Isaacs - whose biased supporting was as
spicy as the afternoon teas she prepared. This was very much apprec-
iated by all the team.

ALLAN HICKS - I would like to thank Allan for his help during the
season. I am sure our bowlers were all aided during the season

with advice from Allan and I would hope he will continue passing

on a piece of his knowledge to future players. Allan was the only
player in 'Cs' to score in excess of 200 xuns. He may not have been
fast in the field, but maybe he can put that oxygen tank to good use.

ROB PEARCE - Another player who gave me great assistance during the
season., Rob started off not being selected in a side but ended up
playing in the first game and from then on never locked back. I
must admit to being a bit sceptical about using him as a bowler at
first, but I's glad to sav I was wrong. His controlled swing bowling
baffled the opposition. In cne game he took 3 wickets in 4 balls at
a critical stage of one game.

DARRYN BLAIR - Apart from the fact that his first 8 innings added up
to less than his last 2, it was an education playing with Darryn,
hearing him tell us how good Melbourne and V.F.L. was! In his last
dig in the 'Cs' he scored 32 and 45, I think he may have come good at
the wrong end of the season. Maybe the form will continue next
season.

MARK GATELY - Played only 5 games with us and scored 150 runs and
took 14 wickets. He is a good all-rounder and its a pity he couldn't

have stayed with us.




PETER FLANNERY - Alsc only played 5 games before going up to (or
down to) the 'Bs®. He can bat, bowl and keep. Another good all-

rounder for the Club.

BOB CARY - I don't think Bob was all that impressed with his batting
performances this year, but his keeping is a lot better. He is a no
frills keeper, who gets the job done without fuss. He was the
recipient of 'C' Grade Mouth Award at our Presentation Night - it
suited him.

JOHN MITCHELL - Pid not have a good season with the bat, although

he did have a pretty good season in the field., Like Darryn Blair .
only started scoring runs in the last couple of matches. Maybe he
should try new contact lenst

MIKE CREWS - Played a couple of sound innings with a high score of
49, I think with a bit more confidence he will become a useful
batsman. He i1s a no nonsense bowler, who doesn't try to do more
than he is capable of. He took 16 wickets during the season, and on
average only conceded about 2-3 runs an over, which is not too bad
for a young bowler.

SIMON BARNES - Well, what can you say about a bloke who starts the
season in the "Train-on Squad", waits for a couple of matches to be
selected in 'Cs', and ends the season in 'Bs'? He received the
awards for best batsman and bowler which he thoroughly deserved.

He had a top score of 73 and his best bowling figures were 7-25 off
25.3 overs, in the match we tied. My one criticism of Simon is that
he might score more runs if he learnt to play a couple of my shots!

SEAN WILLEY - Another player who did not play up to his ability. He
had a very quiet season with the bat, but did show that he has the
ability, maybe he needs to join in a few more Club activities. I'm
sure Mark Isaacs could pass on some of his batting knowledge.

MIKE WARD - You think I'm good at playing across the line, I'm sure
Mike could teach me a thing or two. Mike's one ambition with the bat
is to hit a "6’ off the first ball he faces. When he joined us after
becoming disenchanted with Manly 5ths, I think he tried bowling too
fast and consequently was bowling down the leg side. {The keeper
ended up standing at leg slip!} But once he settled down he became a
fine bowler.
