The 1985-86 cricket season will be remembered by us all for
the triumph and grief it brought to the Club.

The tragic loss of Scott Dobbie will linger in our minds long
after the memories of our triumphs have faded. The emergence
of the Warringah Cricket Club as a force in all grades of the
Municipal and Shires Competition is in no small way attributable
to the achievements of Scott.

Scott joined our Club in 1980 at the age of fifteen. During
that season he spearheaded the "C" Grade bowling attack, -taking
29 wickets at an average of 16, and won the "C" Grade bowling
award. Later in the 1980-81 season, Scott gained selection
as the opening bowler of "B" Grade. He remained in "B" Grade
until the latter stages of the 1981-82 season when he was select-
ed to open the bowling in "A"'s, During that season, Scott
won the Most Improved Player Award for his efforts in taking
sixteen "B" Grade wickets at an average of 20.8 and eight "A"
grade wickets at 12.1.

Scott's selection in "A" Grade was unchallengable.

In 1982-83 he took twenty-one wickets at 18.2 runs average and
in 1983-84 his 32 wickets at 16.9 led the team intc the "A"
Grade Grand Final.

In 1984-85, Scott became the all-time highest wicket taker for
the Warringah Cricket Club, taking in total 127 wickets at an
average of 17.4 runs.

Scott was totally dedicated to the game of cricket, his club
and his team. His performances on the field and at practice
earmed him representative honours in various shield teams for
Manly. This season he was the outstanding bowler in the Manly
Under-21 Poidevon/Gray Shield side.

A model of shortmanship, Scott was indeed the "Quiet Achiever"
and is sadly missed by all his friends at Warringah.

The Warringah Shire Council once again deserves our thanks for
providing the wonderful facilities for playing cricket. In part-
icular, John Paynter, groundsman, and his helpers have provided
first class wickets, the envy of the other clubs we play against.
Bruce Hutton too deserves special mention for his constant
attention to the Weldon facilities. :

The Manly Grade Club and the Manly Warringah Cricket Association
have offered their assistance with players and this co-operation
is a major reason for our strong Club today.

The Club Newsletter too goes a long way to provide members with
the team results; in other words, the necessary commnication
between teams and players. Our sincere thanks to our Publicity

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"D" GRADE CAPTAIN'S REPORT - 1985/1986

Toward the end of January 1986, Allan Hicks invited me to Jjoin
the "D" Grade team in a game against Epping 1. at Epping. At that
time, he said he had a team of willing and capable batsmen, but
there was a shortage in the bowling department. With some trepidat-
ion, I accpeted Allan's offer and arrived at Epping Oval to meet
the voungest team that Warringah had ever fielded. Even with the
inclusion of Hicksey and myself, the average age of the team would
have been well below twenty. With the team at 3 for 17, I was engulfed
in a feeling of deja vu and thought Hicksey had conned me. But
things changed. Drew Dalziel, Andrew Mclennan and Damon HEmtage
set the foundation for Richard Jones (83 not out) and Cliff Fletcher
{59) to steer Warringah to a total of 8 for 277 declared. It was
a tremendous batting performance and one that was to be repeated
time and time again with a team of dedicated and talented batsmen.
We defeated Fpping one quite comfortably on the first innings, a
feat that no other team had achieved that season. At that point
in time, there remained two 2 day games and a series of one day
games to complete the season. In our two day games against Uni
of New South Wales and Wentworthville, we exceeded 270 runs in our
first imnings and gained first innings points against both. In
the remaining one day games, we gained two first innings wins and
an outright win against Lane Cove.

Many teams suffered the frustration of not being able to dislodge
our early and middle order batsmen. Quite often, this frustration
resulted in fruitless wverbal abuse from opposing players, who should
have known better. In many cases you could appreciate the frustrat-
ion of the opposition, particularly when you consider that the bowler
was bowling to a batsman who was young enough to be his son. Our
openers, Garth Hackshall and Ben Lamb played superbly all season
and got the team off to very good starts. Our middle order batsman,
Damon Emtage, Drew Dalziel, Andrew McLerman and later in the season,
Richard Jones and Robert Mclaughlin showed wery good form with
the bat. Richard Jones went on to be selected in "A" Grade for
the one day challenge matches and continued his "D" Grade form by
scoring 27 not out and 60. For this, Richard was awarded the most
improved player of the year and quite deservedly so. After the
game against Uni of New South Wales, Robert McLaughlin showed trem-
endous talent in scoring runs all around the field in a very quick
and stylish fashion. Andrew Mclennan and Cliff Fletcher were always
very capable wth the bat in scoring fast runs and added to the frust-
ration of the opposition. The batting strength of the team was
further enhanced by casual players, namely Ken Gilson, Russell Pearce
and Allan Hicks, all of whom contributed significantly to the team's
achievements in 1985/1986.

The bowling was not as lacking as Hicksey had originaily indicated.
Cliff Fletcher was the consistent bowler of the team throughout
the year and was rewarded by being selected in the finals to play
with the "B" Grade. Cliff took 42 wickets in "D" Grade and bowled
with a good deal of agression. Considering that this was Cliff's
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second year as a bowler, he will enjoy a bright future with Warringah.
Andrew Mclennan and Mike Woolley showed good all round ability with -
the ball, while Damon Emtage proved a capable spinner and difficult

to dispatch. Robert McLaughlin chimed in several times throughout

the seascn, bowling a tight line and length.

The fielding of the "D" Grade was exceptional to say the least.
As many of the players conmented, some of the catches qualified
for selection in the Golden Glove Competition. Garth Hackshall,
Robert McLaughlin and Cliff Fletcher were outstanding, taking many
difficult catches. Drew Dalziel provided competent and reliable
behind the stumps and on the occasion that Drew forgot to arrive
for the game, Damcn Emtage proved a capable substitute.

During the season, the team suffered two defeats. Notwithstanding
this, the team was unable to gain a spot in the final four and did
not mske the finals of the one day competition. This was undoubt-
edly a disappointment to many of our young plavers, but I am certain
that the 1986/1987 season will offer these fire young players an
opportunity to compete in the finals of a higher grade with Warringah.

It was indeed a pleasure to play with a team of talented young players
who regarded a score by the opposition of 250 plus as a "mere chal-
lenge". Their confidence and ability will see each and every one
play in a higher ‘grade for Warringah next year and from my dotage
point, I wish them all the very best.
